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Recycling Guidelines

1. Put all recyclable items (bottles, cans and plastics)
together in the recycling bin provided by Royal. All
additional recycling conlainars should be sturdy,
reusable receplacles like a plastic crale or a spare
“garbage” can. These should be clearly marked with
the Jetter “R", Do not use plastic bags.

2. All materials must be empty of food residue. Rinsing is
helpful. it is not required to remove labels from cans,
Ptaslic tems should be flattened. Glass should not be
broken.

3. Do not place mixed paper in plastic bags. Stack In
recycling bin or place in a brown gracery bag.

4. Please curb your recyclables and garbage the night
betore your collection day.
